
Battle of the Bands FAQ

ß Why are there only 8 bands and 8 soloists that get to play?
§ The upside to holding an event such as The Dueling Band Show is that it’s FUN. 

The downside is that it has to be held within a reasonable time frame. We could 
only realistically have a total of 16 performers play. 

ß How long will the show be?
§ We expect the show to be 3 hours; from 6-9pm. Of course, with live music, it may 

vary. 

ß I want to play first, how is the order of performers determined?
§ The order will be randomly selected. 

ß Who are the judges?
§ Andy Ferns of Redfella Records, Local musician Emily Dawn, Chrissy of Great 

Lakes Radio, and George York of Bordertown.  The audience will also serve as a 
judge, as they will be voting using text-to-vote. 

ß What is the time limit? What if I go over time?
§ Each band is allowed 10 minutes. If you go over time by less than a minute, your 

score will be reduced by 20 points (There are 550 point possible – 400 from 
judges, 150 from text votes). If you go over by over a minute, you will be 
penalized 50 points. If you run longer than 12 minutes, we’ll deduct 75 points and 
publicly humiliate you. 

ß What do you mean by family friendly?
§ Let’s make a list of ‘no-nos’. This means no swearing, no nudity, no spitting, and 

no touching yourself or band members in a sexual manner. Oh, and no cone 
shaped bras either.  

ß Is there an age limit?
§ There is no age limit, but children need to be supervised by a parent or guardian. 

ß Will John Stamos be there?
§ No. But, uh. [cough, cough] Unfortunately John Stamos will not be attending. 

ß I’m in two bands, can I play in both?
§ Yes. But if you are a solo act and in a band, you will not receive free studio time 

for both acts. 

ß I won the Dueling Band Show! Do I get to keep all the money from the CDs 
Redfella made for me?

§ Because Redfella will be funding your entire EP, we will be splitting the sales 
with the artists 50/50.



ß What is the Radio Winner?
§ Ever see Miss Congeniality? Me either, but apparently the Radio Winner is 

supposed to be Sandra Bullock. The Radio Winner will be selected by Chrissy of 
Great Lakes Radio. The lucky ‘Miss Congeniality’ will be picked up by 
Marquette Limo for a Radio Interview and Radio Play at a later date. 

ß What is the “Text-to-Vote” Winner?
§ The text-to-vote winner is whoever has the most votes via text message. However, 

if you are already a Band or Soloist winner, then the text-to-vote award will go to 
the artist with the next highest number of text votes.
